Athletic Jacket/Athletic Awards Policy

PURPOSE: 
 To establish guidelines for student athletes to earn an Iroquois Varsity 

Jacket/Athletic Award. 
 
 
RESPONSIBILITY: 
 A Jacket Club Committee comprised of the Athletic Director, High School 

Principal, Coach, a member of the Jacket Club, and the Jacket Club Advisor will 
oversee the actions of the Jacket Club.  

 
 
ELIGIBILITY: 

1. An athlete must letter twice in a varsity sport. 
 
2. Varsity letters earned at former schools by athletes who have transferred 

will be accepted. 
 
3. An athlete must work three (3) sport-related events. 
 
4. An athlete must pay 10% of the cost of the jacket. 
 
5. Athletes must maintain good sportsmanship and conduct becoming of a 

student athlete.  Any violations will be reviewed by the Jacket Club 
Committee for potential disciplinary action or return of the jacket. 

 
 Exceptions to the above requirements shall be considered by the Jacket 

Club Committee on a case-by-case basis. 
 
 

DISCIPLINARY ACTION: 
 The privilege of being in the Jacket Club and earning a letter jacket shall be 

revoked if an athlete fails to complete the above requirements.  In the event of 
any disciplinary action against an athlete already in the Jacket Club, the Jacket 
Club Committee comprised of the Athletic Director, Principal, Coach, and 
Jacket Club Advisor shall review the case and decide whether athlete 
membership should be rescinded from the Jacket Club, and therefore forfeit 
their jacket and receive the refund cost of the jacket. 
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DISTRICT 10 OR STATE COMPETITION: 
 Athletes who have been successful in District 10 or State competitions will be 

rewarded as follows: 
 

1. Erie County League Champion: hooded sweatshirt for each 
championship 

 
2. District 10 Champion: First year:  jacket 
  Second year: plaque 
  Third year: watch 
  Fourth year: ring 
 
3. State 1st or 2nd place (without D-10 title) - refer back to District 10 

championship policy.
