AWARDS — Large long-sleeved shirt and award to overall male rider. Medium long-sleeved shirt and award to
overall female rider. Awards to overall 2nd and 3rd place for both male and female. Age groups and number of
awards are determined by the number of entries received by Sept 11t. Only one award per contestant except for
family and tandem awards. Male/Female — 5 years age groups: 1 award 1-5 entrants; 2 awards 6-9 entrants; 3
awards 10-30 entrants; 4 awards 31-50 entrants; 5 awards for over 50 entrants per age group. Tandem awards — 2
trophies per team (each tandem team member must fill out a registration form, which specifies their tandem
partner's name). Awards to top 3 families (definition for family category — combined time of father OR mother AND
fastest son or daughter UNDER 18 years of age). One award per family — families will be automatically entered in
this category at no additional fee only if each family member’s application is marked with the same family name.
Participation Certificates will be awarded for children in the 9-and-under age groups. Awards will not be mailed. Be
present at the award ceremony or make arrangements to pick up awards. (The organizer of the event reserves the
right to combine and/or change categories.)

REGISTRATION - The cost is $30 and includes a Tshirt if postmarked by September 10. After
Sept 11, the cost is $36 without a Tshirt. Please make checks payable to Iroquois School
