SAT/ACT Spring Schedule

Nearly every college in America accepts the SAT, SAT Subject Tests or the ACT
as a part of its admissions process. The SAT is typically taken by high school
juniors and seniors. It tells students how well they use the skills and knowledge
they have attained in and outside of the classroom—including how they think,
solve problems, and communicate. The SAT is an important resource for colleges.
It’s also one of the best predictors of how well students will do in college. The
ACT includes multiple-choice tests in four subject areas—English, mathematics,
reading, and science. The tests measure students’ current levels of educational
development in these subjects. The writing test, which is optional, measures skills
in planning and writing a short essay.

Most colleges and universities in the United States accept ACT test scores as part
of their application process. Below are the SAT and ACT test dates for the Erie
region.

Immunization Reminder...

There are new requirements for the remaining school year and next year

including:

* Dental exams (completed by your family dentist or the school dentist) are
required for grades 1, 3, and 7. The dentist was at the ISD on December 9,
20009.

* Physical exams (completed by your family doctor or the school doctor) are
required for Kindergarten and grades 6 and 11. The doctor will be at the
schools in early spring.

* Scoliosis exams for 7th grade will be completed in the gym/pool area in
January.

* Height, weight, and vision screenings will be completed for all students
throughout the school year.

* Please remember that medications will only be given to your child if proper
school district and physician orders are on file at school. This is required
for both prescription and over-the-counter medications. If your child needs
to take medicine in school, please contact the school nurse for the required
forms. These forms are only good for one school year and must be complet-
ed new for each school year.

Don’t Wait — Vaccinate: for attendance in all grades in September
2010/2011 children need the following:
* 4 doses of tetanus*
* (1 dose on or after the 4th birthday)
* 4 doses of diphtheria*
* (1 dose on or after the 4th birthday)
* 3 doses of polio
* 2 doses of measles**
* 2 doses of mumps**
* 1 dose of rubella (German measles)**
* 3 doses of hepatitis B
* 2 doses of varicella (chickenpox) vaccine or history of disease

*Usually given as DTP or DTaP or DT or Td
**Usually given as MMR

Children attending 7th grade in 2010/2011 need the following:

* 1 dose of tetanus, diphtheria, acellular pertussis (Tdap) (if 5 years
have elapsed since last tetanus immunization)

* 1 dose of meningococcal conjugate vaccine (MCV)

These requirements allow for medical reasons and religious beliefs. If your child
is exempt from immunizations, he/she may be removed from school during an
outbreak.

Pennsylvania’s school immunization requirements can be found in 28 PA.CODE
CH.23 (School Immunization). Contact your health care provider or 1-877-PA-

Model United
Nations

Iroquois High School students partici-
pated in Gannon University’s Model
United Nations two-day conference
again this past fall. All attending school
students (from Erie as well as other
areas of Pennsylvania, Ohio, New York
and Canada) are assigned a country in
the world to represent and role play at
the conference — Iroquois’s country was
England. There are seven issue commit-
tees at each conference and students are
charged with the task of researching the
issues and the point of view of England
as it relates to the issues. The students
then write a ‘position paper’ that out-
lines the country’s stance on each of

the issues, complete with a resolution
outlining how the particular problem
might be solved.

One of this year’s issues was combating
ethnic and racial discrimination. The
students who chose this issue researched
it in general and from England’s point
of view -- how they feel about the issue
and what do they feel needs to be done
to address this problem? The students
then attend the conference to debate that
issue from England’s perspective and
come up with a solution. At the end

of the conference the entire group of
students (over 450) vote on the solutions
designed by each issue committee.

As always, this was a great opportunity
for Iroquois students to be exposed to an
interactive learning experience. There
were many new opportunities for the
students to role play, learn and debate
world issues, and be exposed to other
students from all over the tri-state area —
while having a lot of fun in the process.



Fall Athletics Wrap-up

The fall season was monumental for a number of reasons, the least of which was
not having to sweep, shovel, or otherwise move water off of the new athletic field.

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Brzezicki inducted into the
BCA Hall of Fame

Stan Brzezicki, a member of the Iroquois High School math
faculty, honors instructor, and co-chair of the math department,
was inducted into the National Baseball Coaches Association’s
Hall of Fame at their convention and clinic on December 3-6th
in Tucson, AZ. Coach Brzezicki is currently active in the
Iroquois baseball program as an advisor with previous service
as an assistant coach. Prior to joining Iroquois, Coach Brzez-
icki was the head coach at Cathedral Prep winning the Metro
League Championship 12 times, and the District 10 title eleven
times. Coach Brzezicki was inducted into the BCA Hall of
Fame not only because of his record as a coach, but also
because he placed 95% of his senior starters in either the
college or professional ranks.

Coach Brzezicki is a founding member of the Baseball Coach-
es Association, serving as the District 2 Chair of the BCA
Ranking Committee; served on the BCA Executive Board, and
served as President in 1995. He is a member of the Pennsylvania
High School Baseball Coaches Association, and served as a an
area contact for the Major League Baseball Scouting Bureau
for 25 years before joining the Colorado Rockies in that same
capacity. Coach Brzezicki was the 1989 High School Master
Coach of the Year by Easton Sports and Collegiate Baseball
for his overall dedication to the game, and was named as one
of eight coaches in the country to be selected as District Coach
of the Year in both 1996, and 1999, and was named as the
Pennsylvania State Coach of the Year. In 2001, Coach Brzez-
icki was elected to the Erie Metropolitan Sports Hall of Fame,
and in 2008 was elected to the Cathedral Prep Athletic Hall of
Fame.

Criteria for Baseball Coaches Association (BCA) Hall of Fame
must include being a member of the BCA for a minimum of 10
years; have been a High School Baseball Coach for a minimum
of 25 years; have been a Head Varsity Baseball Coach for a
minimum of 20 years; and must have a winning percentage
over .500 as a Head Varsity Baseball Coach. A nominee must
also have contributed to the BCA in at least 2 of the following
areas of which Coach Brzezicki has completed all: served on a
BCA Committee; been a clinician at a BCA Convention; writ-
ten and published an article in a BCA publication(s); held an
office in the BCA Organization; be a member in Good Stand-
ing with the BCA Organization; and be a minimum age of 55.

Top Tips for Preventing the
Spread of HIN1

Many school districts, including Iroquois, have reported
high absentee rates associated with the flu. Some of these
cases have been confirmed as the HIN1 flu virus. HIN1

is much like the seasonal flu and not like having a com-
mon cold. The symptoms that are most common are: fever
above 100.5 degrees; cough; sore throat; fatigue; body
aches; and headaches. Some patients will have diarrhea,
nausea and vomiting in addition to respiratory symptoms.
Most people will have mild or moderate symptoms, will not
be required to see a medical professional, and will recover
in a few days.

If you or a family member have mild to moderate symp-
toms, you need to get rest, increase your intake of fluids,
and take medications such as fever reducers, cough suppres-
sants, etc. If you have HIN1 you need to isolate yourself
from others. Do not attend class, go to work, or go where
there are crowds until your symptoms are gone for at least
24-hours without the use of fever-reducing medications.

Those in greater risk of complications from the flu are:

® ages less than 5 or over 65;

* pregnant women; and

* those with existing medical conditions, such as asthma,
diabetes, or suppressed immune disorders.

Prevention steps:

* stay informed;

* cover your nose and mouth when sneezing;

¢ dispose of used tissues;

* wash your hands often with soap and hot water;
* use alcohol-based hand sanitizers;

¢ avoid touching your nose, eyes and mouth; and
¢ stay home if you are sick as not to infect others.

Seek medical attention if you experience any of these

warning signs:

¢ difficulty breathing or shortness of breath;

® pain or pressure in the chest or abdomen;

* sudden dizziness;

¢ severe headache with stiff neck;

¢  confusion;

* severe or persistent vomiting; and/or

¢ flu symptoms that improve temporarily, but then return
with fever and worse cough.
